(4A) Nothing in this article shall prevent the State from considering any unfilled vacancies of a year
which are reserved for being filled up in that year in accordance with any provision for reservation made
under clause (4) or clause (4A) as a separate class of vacancies to be filled up in any succeeding year
or years and such class of vacancies shall not be considered together with the vacancies of the year
in which they are being filled up for determining the ceiling of fifty per cent. reservation on total number
of vacancies of that year.

93. The Speaker and Deputy Speaker of the House of the People. — The House of the
People shall, as soon as may be, choose two members of the House to be respectively Speaker and
Deputy Speaker therebf and, so often as the office of Speaker or Deputy Speaker becomes vacant,
the House shall choose another member to be Speaker or Deputy Speaker, as the case may be.
